In detail:

We require papers with the following format:
1. A maximum of 9 pages including abstract, bibliography, graphics, appendices, figures and tables. 

2. The abstract must be no longer than 10 lines long. 
3. The paper shall be written in English using MS Word, Times New Roman, 12-point font, single line space, and 6 points between paragraphs; occupying a frame of 150 by 230 mm. Please follow that guideline strictly, that implies for European size of paper 3 mm margin at the top and bottom, left and right hand side. 
4. The title should be centred (in 16 point bold), author(s) name(s) (in 14 point bold), and affiliation(s) of author(s) (in 14 point italics) in this order; all in Times New Roman.

5. Footnotes should use 12 point font. Graphics should be inserted at appropriate places in the text with its appropriate size. Please do not decrease too strongly. 
6. Headings: Please use decimal system of headings with no more than three levels;

7. Bibliography

The bibliography should use APA style formatting, but with the Springer adaption, which is less rigorous; see the description below. 
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8. Tables, equations, literal texts, references:
Tables

Number the tables consecutively using the chapter number (e.g., Table 1.1) and ensure that all the tables are cited in the text in the correct order.

Give each table a heading.

To format the table columns, use the table function.

Do not use the space bar to separate columns, and do not use Excel to create tables.
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 Equations of the type 2*+b*=c” can be written as normal text

insert the graphic into your text file as an object. Prepare the whole equation in this
way and not just part of it.
